HOPE INC (In the Name of Christ) provides a faith-based Christian alternative to
traditional secular state training and certification of foster/adoptive homes for children in
the Child Welfare System. This program is a contract with the State Department of
Human Services (DHS) Child Welfare Services Branch (CWSB).

Secular services that do not include religious content are also available through
DHS/CWSB. If you want a program without religious content, you can arrange to enroll
in those non-faith-based services by calling 441-1117 (on Oahu) or 1-888-879-8970
(state-wide).

While HOPE INC is a Christian program, HOPE INC welcomes and serves people of all
faiths.

For that reason, the questions in the application materials concerning faith and religion
are optional and do not have to be answered. Furthermore, answering or not
answering these questions will not affect your acceptance into the program to receive
faith-based training and support services for foster/adoptive parents.

While we feel that this information will help us serve everyone better, and especially
Christians, you are not required to share any information on your beliefs about religion.
