Medically Fragile Micahôs Miracle  

Micah was born premature and drug ex-

posed.  He spent the first year of his life 

in a hospital.  For the next two years his 

foster parents were required to provide 

around the clock nursing care. The doc-

torôs said that heôd have to have organ 

transplants.  After being placed with his 

forever adoptive family his health began 

to improve and it now appears that 

transplants will no longer be necessary. 

Siblings separated . . . 

. . . then Reunited Forever 

Ages 11, 8, and 5, two sisters and a 

brother were separated in foster care.  

Families for Waiting Keiki, a program of 

HIôI found a family that would take all 

three.  The children were surprised to 

find that they were accepted for who they 

were individually and as a sibling group. 

Age 16 isnôt too late to get connected. . .  

After several foster homes, this young 

lady discovered that it isnôt necessary to 

stand alone.  She discovered a family 

willing to make a commitment to her, no 

matter what attitude or behaviors she 

might throw around.  Her paddling team 

placed in the top five at each race and 

she has been accepted to Upward Bound.     



Advanced Training,  

Forever Commitment and  

Post-Placement Services 

Advanced training, forever commitment and 

one to one post placement services ensure 

that the adoptive family can help the children 

learn to trust adults so they can recover from 

the effects of early childhood trauma and     

negative thoughts about self that lead to   

challenging  behaviors.   

Since January 2006 HOPE INCôs Families for 

Waiting Keiki Project (FWK) has continued 

to find adoptive families for foster children. 

This projectôs focus is to recruit, train and 

license prospective adoptive parents for   

waiting, difficult to place foster children.  

These children are in the permanent custody  

of the state and have no family members or 

foster parents able to provide them with for-

ever families. To find families to adopt these 

children HOPE INC recruits homes from lo-

cal churches.  Kelly Rosati, former president 

of the HOPE INC Board of Directors and for-

mer Executive Director of Hawaii Family 

Forum helped HOPE INC develop the FWK 

Project.  HOPE INC does presentations in 

churches, bringing awareness to congrega-

tions of both the tremendous need and the 

exciting opportunities to change a childôs life 

forever.  Faith community members are asked 

to consider adopting a child.  If they cannot 

adopt they are asked to support those who 

can.
